recommendation on August 5, 2008.

SUMMARY OF SUBJECT:

The applicant, Mid-Cities Aquariums, represented by Mr. Vincent Cu, is requesting a
Specific Use Permit (S.U.P.) for an Aquarium store with retail pet sales. “TX-121" (The
121 Gateway District) zoning standards require a S.U.P. for retail pet sales. The
applicant would propose to occupy an existing 2,500 sq. ft. lease space (space #30 in
the attached exhibit) in the Heritage Town Crossing Shopping Center. Mid-Cities
Aquarium would offer its customers a full-line aquarium store including dry goods,
aguariums, equipment, installation, consulting services, as well as freshwater and
saltwater fish, plants, and invertebrates.

The proposed hours of operations would be Monday-Friday from 11:00 AM until 7:00
