ACTION REQUESTED: 

Motion to approve a request for a Temporary Use Permit for Church Fundraiser Sale 
proposed to be located on Oakwood Terrace North Addition, Block 16, Lot AR1, 1600 W. 
Euless Boulevard on December 4, 2010 from 8:00am to 5:00pm and December 5, 2010 
from 8:00am to 5:00pm.

SUMMARY OF SUBJECT: 

Adam’s Auto Services represented by Mr. Adam O’Campo located at 1600 W Euless Blvd is  
requesting a temporary use permit for a temporary lot sale on commercial property to be 
located on undeveloped property adjacent to 1600 W. Euless Blvd. The undeveloped parcel 
is owned by Mr. O’Campo. The sales are to benefit the home church of Mr. O’Campo.  
Temporary Use Permits are governed by Section 84-84 (6) of the Unified Development 
Code which reads as follows: 
 
(6) Temporary uses.   
 
The city council may approve the operation of temporary uses on any property for a specific 
period of time. Such temporary uses are typically associated with an already existing use 
and are subject to review to ensure adequate facilities exist or will be provided to serve the 
public and employees of the temporary use.   
 



a.   Permit required.  Temporary uses such as a carnival, concrete or asphalt batch plant, 
seasonal, parking lot, sidewalk, truckload and other temporary sales of merchandise may 
be permitted provided a temporary use permit is first obtained from the city council.   
 
b.   Effective period.  No temporary use permit shall be valid for more than 90 
consecutive days and shall be subject to any and all restrictions, requirements, and 
safeguards established by city council at the time the temporary use permit is 
considered.   
 
c.   Restrictions and requirements.  Such restrictions, requirements or safeguards may 
include, but are not limited to, hours of operation, duration of the use, parking, setbacks, 
signage and any other requirement deemed necessary to protect the general welfare of 
the community and minimize negative impacts on adjacent properties. 

 
Adam’s Auto Sales intends to hold a temporary lot sale on the site on Saturday, December 
4, 2010 from 8:00am to 5:00pm and Sunday, December 5, 2010 from 8:00am to 5:00pm.  
 
A box trailer will be temporarily placed on the site for storage of items. Parking for the event 
will utilize Adam’s Auto Service parking at 1600 W Euless Blvd.  
 
Previously, the business has had several violations to the conditions of the Specific Use 
Permit granting the use at this location. Staff has worked with Mr. O’Campo to rectify these 
violations to bring the property in compliance with the SUP and City of Euless ordinances. 
 
The applicant has paid the temporary use permit fee and has provided an application 
detailing their intended operations.  Staff has reviewed the application and recommends 
approval.
