Each item is reviewed for potential reuse and refurbishing – about 20 % to 30% can be reused.  Other items are broken 
down at our facility for parts and materials (pc’s, printers, appliances, etc.)  We recover steel, aluminum, copper, 
glass, plastics and other raw materials that are further processed with specialty recycling companies.
