It was good to hear 
a few new ideas. I really like the one that the Arlington Chief menƟoned. They 
team a volunteer with each one of their invesƟgators. The volunteer, under the 
direcƟon of the invesƟgator, then calls the vicƟm of each case the invesƟgator is 
assigned. The volunteer ends up being the face of the Police Department to that 
vicƟm. Though the InvesƟgator invesƟgates the crime, the volunteer has the 
opportunity to call the vicƟm back and just check on them on a more personal 
basis. I would envision that the volunteer would make sure the vicƟm was 
aware of any crime vicƟm's compensaƟon that they might be enƟtled to then 
just be an ear for the vicƟm to talk to. Arlington said that they have been able to 
solve several cases they thought were unsolvable thanks to the volunteer taking 
a few minutes to talk to each vicƟm. I hope we can get enough interest in this type of program to try it with our InvesƟgators. 
 
We just said goodbye to Corporal Jay Alexander. Some of you might not know Jay; he has been the School Resource Officer at 
Euless Junior High for the last 15 years or more. In those years Jay has touched and help change the lives of countless young 
men and women.
