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Euless Ranked Best Place to Live in the U.S.

In a recent article by the New York Times’ columnist Farhad Manjoo, “Everyone’s
Moving to Texas. Here’s Why.,” an analysis was performed in an attempt to determine
the best place to live in the United States. The analysis was based on more than 30
different metrics. After comparing 16,847 places in the country with a population of
at least 1,000 people, Euless was ranked as the best place to live in the nation. Multiple
factors went into the decision process, with three of the biggest deciding factors being
jobs, climate risk, and racial diversity. Other factors included affordable cost of living,
school quality, high median incomes and crime rates.

In general, North Texas ranked highly with seven of the top ten locations including
Euless, Edgecliff Village, Garland, Grand Prairie, Mesquite, DeSoto and Cedar Hill
making the list. Companies are moving to Texas at a rapid pace, and the Dallas-Fort
Worth metroplex is no exception. With multiple headquarters based in North Texas,
Euless’ central location provides outstanding benefits when it comes to things such as
commuting and proximity to DFW Airport.

The region’s low climate risk was also cited as a contributing factor to our being
the best place to live. While North Texas does experience some extremely hot days,
generally this region avoids major impact from hurricanes and wildfires.

Lastly, Euless scored a perfect 10 out of 10 when it comes to racial diversity. The
various communities that call Euless home provide a strong, diverse landscape. Mayor
Linda Martin said, “I am pleased that they have discovered what we have known for
a long time. Euless is an amazing city that celebrates our great diversity and values
our history. We work closely with our neighboring cities, businesses, faith-based and
non-profit organizations and our wonderful school districts to promote a vibrant and
safe community for all of our residents.
